THE MESSAGE

“He Is” Week 5 — Creative Worship
October 15-16, 2022

What's up, Northview Students?! I'm so glad you're with us today because today’s message is going to be
unique and a little different than we usually do. As part of this series called “He Is,” we have been looking at
different qualities about God. As important as that is, the real reason for this series is to deepen our faith in
God and to grow in our worship of Him. In fact, that's going to be our THP (Take Home Point) for the
message today. Here it is:

Worship is our gift back to God.

The word “worship” simply means “reverence or adoration.” When we worship God, we give Him praise for
who He is, what He has done, and to tell Him how thankful we are to know Him. Today, | want us to have a
guided time of worship where we take some time worshiping God together. As we've talked about over the
last few weeks, God gave us the greatest gift someone could ever give: Himself. He became a human being,
Jesus Christ, and lived the life that we couldn’t live and then died the death that we deserved. We deserved
punishment for our sins against God, but Jesus took that punishment for us and saved us by His grace. For
that reason, our worship is to simply give our life to Him and praise Him for how awesome He is!

For some of you, this will be a familiar experience because you have done many of the things we are about to
participate in. For others of you, this might stretch you a bit — you may not be used to spending several
minutes being serious or reflecting on God in worship. Wherever you're at on those examples, | believe God
wants to meet each of us here exactly as we are and do something really awesome in us today.

The first thing | want to make sure all of you have is a piece of paper and a pen. Part of our time of worship
today will require you to do some journaling. The second thing | want you to do is to clear out any distraction
you might have. Maybe you've had a tough day so far or you have a lot on your mind or you're sitting next to
someone and you could be a distraction to each other. Whatever it is, we would ask that you take this time
seriously because | truly believe God wants to do something awesome in us today.

Attributes/Scripture (Service Leader)

We are going to spend some time today focusing on the different qualities of God that we have discussed
during our “He Is” series. The qualities are: Sovereign, Faithful, Unchanging, Holy, and Loving (which will be
the focus of our message next week to close out the series). I'm going to read the definition of each quality,
some Scriptures from the Bible about that quality, and what our THP was for that week. After that, a reflection
question will come up and we will spend about 60 seconds reflecting silently on how we would answer that
question. During that time, you can write down and briefly journal your answer. Before we get started, let me
pray for us; that God would be honored by our worship and that we can focus only on Him.

(Teacher’s Note: Once you finish praying, begin working your way through the different attributes and
reading each section).
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THE MESSAGE

Sovereign (Leader or Student)

-Definition: Lord over all, ruler, king, almighty

-Scripture:
-Nehemiah 9:6 - “You alone are the LORD. You made the heavens, even the highest heavens,
and all their starry host, the earth and all that is on it, the seas and all that is in them. You give
life to everything, and the multitudes of heaven worship you.”
-Colossians 1:15-17 - “The Son is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.
For in him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether
thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things have been created through him and for
him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold together.”

-THP: God is sovereign!

-Question: Are there areas of my life where | need to give God control?

Faithful (Leader or Student)
-Definition: trustworthy, reliable, believing, guaranteed
-Scripture:
-2 Thessalonians 3:3 — “But the Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen you and protect you from
the evil one.

-Hebrews 10:23 - “Let us hold tightly to the hope we profess, for he who promised is faithful.”
-THP: God is faithful!

-Question: How has God been there for me in my life?

Unchanging (Leader or Student)

-Definition: Consistent, continuous, fixed, unable to be altered

-Scripture:
-Hebrews 13:8 — “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.”
-Psalm 102:25-27 says, “In the beginning you laid the foundations of the earth, and the
heavens are the work of your hands. They will perish, but you remain; they will all wear out like
a garment. Like clothing you will change them and they will be discarded. But you remain the
same, and your years will never end.”

-THP: God is unchanging!

-Question: How can | rely on an unchanging God in the midst of all the change in this world?

Holy (Leader or Student)
-Definition: Sacred or set apart
-Scripture:
-1 Samuel 2:2 — “There is none holy like the Lord; there is none besides you; there is no rock
like our God.”

-1 Peter 1:15-16 — “But as He who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your behavior, since
it is written, “You shall be holy, for | am holy.”

-THP: God's is holy!

-Question: How will | allow this holy God to change my life?




THE MESSAGE

Love (Leader or Student)

-Definition: Enthusiasm, devotion, unselfish, concern for the good of another, adoration

-Scripture:
-Romans 5:8 — “But God demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ
died for us.”
-Psalm 103:8 — “The LORD is merciful and gracious, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast love.”
-John 3:16 — “For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes
in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.”

-THP: God is love!

-Question: How can | share the same kind of love that God shows me to other people?

Prayer (Service Leader)

Now, we are all going to take some time to pray as a group and individually. | want all of us to pray and ask God to
help us know Him better. Focus on one of the qualities about God that we've talked about and just thank Him for
being that. Say words of praise to Him like, “Thank You, God, for being faithful” or “God, | love you and | thank You
for Your love for me."” After that, think about an area of your life or a situation you are dealing with right now where
you are really struggling. Pray right now and tell God that you need His help. Ask Him to help you and give you
strength to get through this. God always hears prayer and loves it when we talk to Him! Before we start, | want
everyone, no matter where you're watching from, to kneel down on the ground. So, go ahead and quietly get up from
wherever you're sitting and just kneel down on the ground. This isn't a time to be distracting to anyone else. This is a
time between you and God and between all of us and God. Kneeling is a posture that shows respect for God while
we are worshiping and praying silently. Remember to pick one quality of God and spend time thanking him for that,
then pray for your relationship with God to continue to grow, and then pray and ask God for help in one area of your
life. Those three things. After a few minutes, | will ask you to stand back up and we will continue.

Singing (Service Leader)

Every single week here at Northview Students, we spend some time singing together. Praise and worship to God is an
outward expression of a change that has happened on the inside. If God has changed our life, our natural response
should be to worship and thank Him! This weekly time of singing is an opportunity to give our full attention to God
and what He has done in our lives. We do it to remember Jesus and His death on the cross and His resurrection.
Remember our THP (Take Home Point) — Worship is our gift back to God!

We are going to sing a song of worship and | want you to sing this song out and mean it in your heart. In worship,
sometimes people lift their hands as a way to worship God...like a child reaching out for their mom or dad to pick
them up. If you feel like you need to reach out to God for his help, lift your hands! Sometimes, people just close their
eyes and pray while worship is happening. For those of you who like to journal, maybe you can continue writing or
reflecting on the lyrics of this song. Whatever you decide to do, we want this time of singing to be our worship to
God...completely focused on Him without any distractions! Let's worship together.

(Teacher's Note: Move into a time of singing here. | know some campuses do singing/worship in the adult service, so
feel free to do something here that would fit your context. Once you're finished, come back up and close in prayer.)

We're going to read one of the most famous passages in
the Bible about worship. It comes from Romans 12:1-2in | |
the New Testament. Can | have someone read that for
us? |

“Therefore, | urge you, brothers and sisters, in |
view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a
living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is |
your true and proper worship. Do not conform
to the pattern of this world, but be transformed |
by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be
able to test and approve what God'’s will is—his |
good, pleasing and perfect will.” |

This verse talks about offering our bodies as a living

sacrifice. Another way to say this could be that worship is |
a way of life and not simply something we do every once |
in a while. What do you think it means that worship is a
lifestyle? |

If you were honest, what is one area of your life where |
you are not worshiping God? How can this group help
you with that? |

How will the THP help you to live differently this week? |
Try to think of a specific example.

Encourage those students in your group who made first-time decisions or who made re-commitments to
follow Jesus today! Tell them that this group is a support system for them and they don't have to do this
life alone. If there is a student who makes a first-time commitment to Christ, have them text NVSNEXT
to 85379 or fill out a response card so you can capture their information and our staff can follow up with
them. Once your group discussion is over, close your group in prayer!
